built on this model's strength.

o Nearly 1,600 graduates have completed the Premier program, completing 96 community impact
projects.

e More than 1,145 high school students have completed the challenging Leadership U program,
completing 158 community service projects.

¢ LHC alumni have volunteered more than 80,000 hours (about 9 years) of support to Howard County
nonprofits, equal to an investment of more than $2 million in our community.
